It could easily be about half
the size if it had been properly revised, however many things are repeated word-for-word throughout
a chapter, or downright contradictory within a chapter. Film photography is the main focus, which
makes this textbook severely outdated.lt is poorly written, and inconsistent. The "key terms" that are
required for you to understand are oftentimes not in the Glossary, and are sometimes not even
clearly defined in the text, once you actually find the term. But terms that are not "key terms" are
defined in the glossary... Some of the "key terms" are also not in the Index either, so good luck with
