The Berenstain Bears: Bless Our Gramps & Gran is part of the Living Lights series, written by Mike

Berenstain. The cubs have just returned to school for the school year, when they find themselves



gloomy on a rainy afternoon.

Papa tells them there is a very

important holiday just a few days away. He tells the cubs Grandparent's day is the Sunday after

Labor Day.The family talks about all the things the cubs do with their grandparents, like fishing and

going for walks.
