This is an excellent book on ceramics and is of one the only books that actually tells us how to use

an electric kiln with complete firing schedules. There is also a lenghty explanation of how to make

your own glazes. All the different clay types are examined. The majority of the book contains many

full color photos of different ceramic projects, some of which are psychiatrically very strange. I own a

dozen or more books on ceramics and this one contains information that is lacking in all of the

others. I'm talking about things like safety precautions when making and using glazes. It's a rather

expensive book but essential to anyone, especially a novice, who wants to fire in a home kiln.
